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 DRAMHA Certification Reimbursement Policy

The Deep River and Area Minor Hockey Association will reimburse all Coaches and Trainers who successfully complete any Hockey Canada sanctioned clinic in which their involvement has been pre-approved by the DRAMHA President. 

All Coaches in the DRAMHA require certification at the Initiation, Coach or Intermediate levels as defined by the ODMHA. Speak Out and Police Checks are required by all adults volunteering their time to DRAMHA as defined by the ODMHA, however, DRAMHA does not reimburse for the cost of Police Checks should a fee be levied. DRAMHA does not reimburse for coaching and training levels higher than the minimum requirement as stated by the ODMHA. 

Persons wishing to become Coaches or Trainers in the DRAMHA or upgrade their existing levels at the expense of the DRAMHA must make request to the DRAMHA President prior to enrolling in these clinics. The DRAMHA President will budget for such expenses on a yearly basis, and will determine the need for such and manage expenses by withholding approval if he believes such approval would not benefit Deep River and Area Minor Hockey 

On attaining successful completion Coaches and Trainers will submit formal proof of this successful completion to the DRAMHA President who will approve such reimbursement requests and forward to the DRAMHA Treasurer for payment. The Coach or Trainer must also provide a copy of the certification to the Registrar for DRAMHA’s records.

Payments must be resolved by the end of the current season. Once the books have been closed for the current season, reimbursement will not occur. 

Persons wishing to take such clinics but not requiring reimbursement require no approval to do so from the DRAMHA.
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
